Component 1: Free electric vehicle registration

The Commonwealth would pay state registration fees for five years when someone
purchases a new electric vehicle.

Component 2: Building EV Charging Infrastructure

¢ A $150 million grants program over the 2016-17 Budget forward estimates for the
installation of electric vehicle (EV) charging infrastructure for local governments
(pools, sporting ovals, parks, libraries, council buildings), private companies
managing publically accessible parking (shopping centres) and state governments
for public car parks (railway carparks). This program will subsidise the purchase and
installation costs for a fast charge roadside station, up to a cap of $45,000 per
station.

¢ A S50 million grants program over the 2016-17 Budget forward estimates for a
non-government organisation (NGO) fleet ‘gap’ subsidy (e.g. home care nurses, Red
Cross) to upgrade their passenger vehicle fleet to electric cars.
