Fund a national peak body for specialist domestic violence services with $8
million over 4 years
Funding for specialist domestic violence services.

e Dedicated and secure funding along with funding increases for
specialist domestic violence services, will allow them to deliver the
holistic “wrap around” services needed by women and children fleeing
violence.

e A new ten-year National Partnership Agreement for the Prevention
Domestic Violence and Violence Against Women between the
Commonwealth, State and Territory governments.

years or $12m over 4 years
