This proposal would be expected to decrease both the fiscal and underlying cash balances by
$1.7 million over the 2016-17 Budget forward estimates period. This impact is entirely due
to an increase in departmental expenses.

This proposal would not be expected to have impacts beyond the forward estimates period
as it terminates in 2018-19.

No analysis has been undertaken to determine the adequacy of the prescribed funding
amounts to achieve the objective of the proposal.
